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STUDENT SAFETY CONTRACT

Procedures for Students
The following procedures are basic rules which the students must be aware of in order to function safely in the science laboratory.
A. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

· Conduct yourself in a reasonable and orderly manner during activities.

· Never rush. Be prepared to stop the activity quickly in order to listen to instructions given by the teacher.

· Avoid unnecessary walking and other movement in the work area.

· Keep your desk free of unnecessary books and materials during any activity.

· Study the procedure to be followed in any activity well in advance of the activity itself. When in doubt about any 
   procedure, stop and get help from your teacher.

· Wear safety glasses, goggles and a lab apron or lab coat when required by your activities.

· Listen carefully to any instructions given by the teacher.  They could prevent a serious accident.

· Never carry out any activity without your teacher’s permission.

· Be familiar with the location and use of all safety equipment in the work area.

· Report all injuries to the teacher immediately, regardless of how minor they may seem.

· Use extreme caution with Bunsen burners or heating elements. Keep your head back from the burner especially if hair is 
                long.

· Confine hair if it is long. Do not wear loose clothing, long necklaces or other similar jewellery when using burners.

· Broken glass should be placed in the special containers.

· Do not eat or drink in the science classroom.

· When removing an electrical plug from its socket, pull the plug and not the cord.

· Never carry hot equipment or dangerous chemicals through a crowd of people.

· Report any sharp edges on mirrors, glassware, metal plates, equipment or classroom furniture to the teacher so that they

   can be removed. Do not work with any materials or equipment which has jagged edges.

· Adhere to specific procedures with regard to chemicals and glassware. 

B. CHEMICAL SUBSTANCES

· Never taste any chemical substances.

· Never inhale any gases directly out of their container.  Always waft the gases toward your nose with your hand.

· Wash your hands thoroughly after handling chemicals.

· Use chemical substances only in a well-ventilated area.

· Always add chemicals to water, not the reverse.

· Always mix chemicals in the order required by the experiment.

· Never mix chemicals not required for experiments.

· Inform your teacher of any ailment or allergy you have which might be irritated by your exposure to certain chemicals.

C. GLASSWARE

· Always check glassware for cracks, chips or contaminants before an activity. Do not use cracked, chipped or dirty 
· glassware.

· Place all broken glass in the special container provided, never with regular refuse.

· Be certain Erlenmeyer and Florence flasks are firmly clamped into place and resting on an iron ring and gauze pad during an activity.

· Never insert or remove thermometers or glass tubing from stoppers without first receiving proper instruction and  supervision from your teacher.

· Keep all glassware away from the edge of the table or workbench.
